DRUMGOFF WALK

This route provides several 
access options to the open 
mountains below Carrawaystick 
Mountain. The route can also be 

upper car parks. The entrance to 
the lower car park can be found 
on the right after the bridge 
after passing the junction beside 
Glenmalure Lodge. This site has a 
small trail head and access point 
to the mountains to the west – 
Carrawaystick and Cloghernagh 

and the main summit of Lugnaquillia Mountain. 

It is possible to access the Wicklow Way at this point and go north to
